THE BIBLE AND THE CHURCH

| hear that Tony Blair and George W. Bush both keep a Bible at the bedside.

I would be more impressed to learn that they both read it, regularly. The Bible
is often referred to as the best seller but the least read book in the world.
Things have changed since grandfatherly day.

In 1895, when he was 21 he received a copy of the Authorised Version. It
accompanied him throughout his life as a merchant seaman and later as a
master baker. Now the book has beer f passed to me, thumbed, marked and
battle scarred through 60 years of regular reading. | keep it in a shoebox to hold
it together. It has completed its work.

There is much confusion about where the Bible came from. Opinions range from
those who think it descended from heaven as a complete work to those who
think the Church made the whole thing up. The truth is somewhere in the
confusion. Inspired by God certainly but what we have today is a selection made
by the Church from many other early Christian writings.

There we have the secret of Bible reading. Just as love and marriage go
together, so do the Bible and the Church. You can't have one without the other
and you can only understand the scriptures from inside the Church. For the

Church did not come from the Book. The Book emerged from the Church. It is
only from within the Church that we can understand why a donkey should start
talking or why the sun should refuse to go down at the end of the day (both
stories are in the Bible)

When | was a child we sang a hymn in Sunday School. "The best of all books is
the Bible. There's nothing you won't find there." It was appalling poetry but also
quite wrong. There's an awful lot you won't find in the Bible but the basic
teaching is sound. After that we need to pray, pray and pray again. Then we
could well start to understand.

PREACHERS BEWARE

In the first sermon | preached, | chose to speak about reading the Bible. |
thought up a suitable illustration. "Bible reading is like eating fish," | said, "Don't
take too big a mouthful at a time. It needs to be filleted into bite-size pieces.
The Bible Reading Fellowship will do that for you."

As | left the Church a member was heard to say, "When he said the Bible was
like eating fish | thought he couldn't make head nor tail of it."

So preachers beware! You may do your best but you never know what the
people are hearing.

Using a diary to pray in 2010

Life without time for prayer and reflection can easily spin out of control.
With so many pressures and demands pushing in from all directions these
days, the need to step back and find ways to commune with the Divine is
essential. Using a diary to pray is not just a resource for writers. There is
no wrong way to do it. In this age of technology, it may be a much
welcomed luxury to engage in writing several longhand pages each day
you can carve out the time. Whether your words take the form of your
own stream-of-consciousness, or a letter to God or to yourself, listen. Pay
attention. Be honest. Pray.

Diaries are windows. They allow you to see a glimpse within the deepest
part of you, and to let light shine into the darkest corners of your soul.
These pages (and God) can handle anything you write in them. Try
trauma, drama and self-pity. Then listen to the soothing echo of release.
This is prayer. Try tantrums, confusion and anger. Then listen and let go.
This is prayer. Try questions, hopes and dreams. Then listen and let your
soul rest. This is prayer. Try gratitude, praise and wonder. Then listen and
let yourself celebrate. This is prayer.

When you take time for inner reflection and waiting, quieting your inner
self before God, you will see and hear the things of God. Turning your
attention away from outer concerns, you will enter into light and discover
God'’s kingdom within. Once things are visible and committed to the
realm of conscious thought, then light can shine on its pages and offer a
respite. All witnesses will be present — your heart, your thoughts, your
spirit, your mind, your emotions, and God. The words in these pages
prove you are human, alive, for better or for worse. They create honesty
with yourself and intimacy with God.

Prayer is a song of the heart and inside these words will be woven
melodies of thought and explorations of discord, creating harmony and a
wholeness of spirit, true freedom. A diary is a meeting place, a tool for
prayer, where God can fill your memories with reminders of his faithful
presence, enlighten understanding with healing, and centre your heart
with a steady peace.

But the more they had to lose, the more they feared those who had
nothing to lose, so they built ever bigger walls and larger armies to protect their
self-interest.

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The WeeR of Prayer for Christian Unity

Commencing January 18th 2010

During the 2010 Week of Prayer for Christian Unity we are invited to follow the
whole of chapter 24 of Luke's gospel. Whether it be the terrified women at the
tomb, the two discouraged disciples on the road to Emmaus or the eleven
disciples overtaken by doubt and fear, all who together encounter the Risen
Christ are sent on mission: "You are witness of these things". This mission of the
Church is given by Christ and cannot be appropriated by anyone. It is the
community of those who have been reconciled with God and in God, and who
can witness to the truth of the power of salvation in Jesus Christ.

The Eight Days

During the 2010 Week of Prayer for Christian Unity we will reflect each day on
chapter 24 of Luke's gospel stopping at the questions which it asks: Jesus'
questions to his disciples; the questions the apostles ask of Christ.

Each of these questions allows us to highlight a particular way of witnessing to
the Risen One. Each of them invites us to think about our situation of church
division and about how, concretely, we can remedy that. We are already
witnesses and we need to become better witnesses. How?

by praising the One who gives us the gift of life and resurrection (Day 1);

by knowing how to share the story of our faith with others (Day 2);

by recognizing that God is at work in our lives (Day 3);

by giving thanks for the faith we have received (Day 4);

by confessing Christ's victory over all suffering (Day 5);

by seeking to always be more faithful to the Word of God (Day 6);

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News from the PCC

The last PCC meeting was held on 2nd December and once again was
dominated by the Parish’s financial problems in particular the non-
payment of the full Parish Share. Morpeth will fall short of what is asked
this year by well over £20,000 — we won’t know exactly until the last
cheque has been despatched in December. As you will know, about
three-quarters of the Share goes to pay for our clergy and we have a
moral obligation to contribute a proportion of our income. A working
group is being convened by Sally Keith comprising of the Churchwardens,
the Treasurer (Naomi Charlton), Lindsey Gilfillan, Ralph Lowe and Alan
Purdue. If you have any good ideas as to how we can raise more funds
within the parish and encourage further giving please speak to one of
those people.

The recent theft of metal from St Mary’s Church roof was discussed. The
Insurance Company now caps payouts for roof metal and so we will have
to find most of the money ourselves to get it repaired. The Rector is
currently working with the Architect to get permission to repair the roof
using materials less attractive to thieves where possible and also more
security lighting on the church. In view of this the PCC decided that
proceeds from the Christmas Fair should be used to help pay for this.

Each year the PCC is asked to contribute a small amount for each Reader
working in the Parish which helps to finance Reader training. This was
agreed immediately. Muriel, Vivienne and Wendy are invaluable in their
ministry and we are very fortunate to have Harriet and Janet in training
as well.

Money has already been raised for projection equipment to be used in
the churches and Jeremy was authorised to buy a projector and screen
once the best bargain has been found

The Local Ministry Group is in need of a new co-ordinator and new
members. The PCC decided to consult with other LMGs and Diocesan
advisors. We may have a speaker in the spring either at PCC or a morning
service to help invigorate our group.
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However bad our own finances seem, there are still people in far greater
need and so the Christmas Offerings this year will be given to Christian
Aid as usual.

Update on progress at St Mary’s Church
and Churchyard.

Since the theft of metal from the roof at St Mary’s and the subsequent
damage that this has caused, our Architect Mr R Dower has managed to
secure the agreement of English Heritage for the kind of repairs that will
be done. We hope to replace the stolen copper over the porch with
stainless steel and that from the chancel also with stainless steel.
However the nave roof will have to be reinstated with copper. The
estimate for the repairs is in the region of £20,000 plus. Our insurance
company, which has capped all claims for such thefts, will pay a
maximum of £5,000 towards this.

The Diocesan Advisory Committee has passed the Architect’s scheme for
disabled access and toilets etc and he is shortly to go out to tender for
the work. His estimate and hope is that this can be done for about
£90,000. We have set aside funds for this work which would just about
have covered this cost. However, given the loss that we will have to
sustain because of the roof (which must be repaired) it will be necessary
for us to appeal for the balance. The roof will be repaired as soon as
possible; but our projected February start date for the development work
will unfortunately be delayed.

Security remains an issue at St Mary’s. The council have been extremely
co-operative in clearing the churchyard and creating a better view of the
building from the road. Lighting around the church has been repaired but
it remains inadequate. The Architect has included a scheme for
improving security lighting on the building and we are exploring with the
NCC the possibility of improving the lighting in the Churchyard and
preventing vehicular access in hours of darkness.
