You may have noticed the new Icon above

there. It arrived just in time for the Patronal
Festival, and shows the Blessed Virgin Mary
holding the young Christ, who has one sandal
dangling loosely and looks a little less certain

than we often see Jesus depicted as a child.

Known in the East as the Theotokos of the
Passion, and in the West as Our Lady of
Perpetual Help, the icon shows Mary
comforting her son who has just had a
premonition of the passion.

This is represented visually by Archangel Michael carrying the lance and sponge
of vinegar and Archangel Gabriel carrying the cross and nails. It is a very popular
icon and has come to signify Mary as a figure of protection and one who can be
relied on to intercede on our behalf, and seems therefore quite appropriate for
{dd al NEQ&d OKdzNDOK®

Icons have a long tradition dating back probably to the 3rd Century, and as the
legend would have it even to St. Luke himself, who was reputed somewhat
mythically to have been the original artist behind the icons of Mary we see
today. Whatever the truth of that story, icons have for many centuries been
used as a focus for prayer and even veneration by Christians.

In the countries of the Reformation however, religious imagery of any kind was
often thought of as being idolatrous, and the result was widespread destruction
of artworks, icons and stained glass, the effects of which can still be seen across
Britain, especially in the South East and East Anglia.

One of the legacies of this period of our history is that for a long time the Church

in England seemed to lose its connection with icons and religious art, which are
nowhere near as popular here as in other parts of the world, especially Eastern
Europe and the Middle East.

The Orthodox tradition had its debate about images a lot earlier, and after some
fierce battling between the two opposing groups, firmly established its theology

helping us to become closer to those whom they depict, be it saints or Mary, or

of course Christ himself. The existence of icons also celebrates the fact of the
incarnation; that God has blessed the material, earthly world, and made it holy
through the coming of Jesus as the Son of God. We are therefore able to
celebrate and reach out to the heavenly realm through that very earthly stuff of
which icons are made.

Many people in the West are unfamiliar with icons, but there are many good
books out there on the subject, and if you are interested in learning more about
praying with icons, there are two excellent books by Rowan Williams which are
widely available: Ponder These Things: Praying With Icons of the Virgin and The
Dwelling of the Light: Praying with Icons of Christ.

If you are at all interested, please do take the time to explore the world of icons
for yourself, and in the meantime look out for other saints appearing around the
parish!

In Luke 15, 110, Jesus tells the stories of the shepherd
who lost a sheep and of the woman who lost a valuable
coin. Jesus tells us how the shepherd and the woman
both brought others together so that their loss and their
joy could be shared.

When our mental health is poor we too lose confidence and often withdraw
from or lose social contact.

People lined the streets, that was in 1940 when Morpeth was a smaller and

more compact community; for he was a high profile man with a Bowler hat. He
died aged 50 when most of his contemporaries would have been alive.

Isobel died at 89 when most of her generation have passed on. The fact that so
many people are here shows that her life has made an impact on people beyond
her own generation.

In recent years she often said she had had a good life and the best of everything.
That is true, she was born at the perfect time for someone like her to flourish but

It was touch and go whether there would be enough
money to continue with the business and after all the finances were sorted there
was only three pence keeping it solvent and it is from there that it grew. That
three pence was all that saved the family and the business.

She had no great
hope of success, but was elected and this was the start of Isobel the Councillor.
At this point it is important to realise she was also active in virtually every society
in Morpeth except the Freemasons.

Of her time as a councillor | will make three observations,

One, she was an independent and as such was able to do what she thought was
right without having to appease anyone else.

Two, at a time of expense scandals for politicians it is interesting to note that it
took a very long time to persuade her to claim anything when she was a serving
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councillor. For her, helping the people of Morpeth was a privilege and a reward
in itself.

Number three, she was always accessible. Everyone knew where to find her and
she was always ready to listen to what were often mundane matters and advise
or act as she saw fit.

Her days were spent working in the shop and almost every night she would
attend not just one meeting but several. This meant military organisation at
home, when she had to be ferried from one meeting to another, so everyone
had to be on duty.

She had a winning way with people that always gained their respect. On one
occasion someone brought it to her attention that a park bench had been
thrown into the river and she made it her business to sort out the problem and
get the bench removed.

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Paulinus, First Bishop of York

Paulinus was probably born in Italy in the latter part of the sixth

century. He was sent to England by Pope Gregory to assist Augustine
of Canterbury in his work.
Paulinus came to Northumbria with a party that accompanied Ethelburga, where
she was to marry King Edwin who later became a Christian through the influence
of his wife.
Paulinus built the first Church in York in about 627 and was its first Bishop. He
spent much of his time travelling north and south building Churches and
baptising new Christians. It is believed that he baptised people in
Northumberland at Our Lady's Well Cross at Holystone, near Harbottle where
you can now see the well and cross and sense the special feeling that this is a
Holy place. It is a lovely place to visit.
When King Edwin was killed in battle Paulinus had to flee the area and he later
became Bishop of Rochester and died on 10th October 644.
